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How to Support Your Child at Home





As with any skill, regular practice is essential if a child’s reading is to improve.  At least ten minutes’ reading each day is recommended.  Here are a few tips to help it go smoothly:�


boost energy levels first with a snack


don’t clash with a favourite TV programme


try to have a regular reading time


choose reading books with your child


read your child the blurb; look at the pictures


use shared reading where you take it in turns to read; supply tricky words; chat about the story; write tricky words in a vocabulary book


re-reading is good for increasing fluency


give lots of PRAISE – it’s hard work!





Other ways to help with reading:


play games with first 100 high frequency words such as snap, pelmanism, timed reading


read your child books enjoyed by his classmates but which are too tricky for him


enrich vocabulary with books on CDs/Ipods
